Acton’s Land Stewardship Committee is holding its first photo contest, and they
welcome submissions in the following categories: Landscapes, people on conservation
lands, and flora/fauna. A panel of jurors will select a first, second and third place image
in each category. In addition, a "Best In Show" will be selected. To be considered, any
images must have been taken between April 1, 2010 and October 30, 2010 on any
parcel of conservation land in Acton.
